EXAMPLES OF QUALITY

A1c (Diabetes) 

A central goal in diabetes care is maintaining control of the patient’s hemoglobin A1c (A1c) level.  For every one percent decrease in A1c, there is a 14-20% decrease in hospitalizations as well as a 40 percent decrease in the risk of developing eye, nerve, and kidney disease.  In addition, a one percent drop can increase life expectancy by 5 years.

According to national data, approximately 42% of patients with diabetes have A1c levels controlled to less than 7%.  NEWHVN providers’ collaborative approach to diabetes care has led to 53% of their patients having A1c levels less than 7%.
